2500/278) re “Gates at Heath
Cottages...little doubt that the road in question is a public highway for vehicular
traffic.”

6” maps 1950s, shown in the same way and showing nothing more to our knowledge.

Tunstall Rights of Way file SCC 1953 a new unlocked gate placed by the FC.
Route described as “ suitable for lorries, clearly defined track”.

FP 9 on the eastern part surfaced and gated  no notices regarding access
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
